Remember there are a lot of people in the night time 
economy who can support you. If you are concerned – 

JUST ASK



n	 If you need help, ask a door person, tell a member of bar staff, look for the 
Street Pastors or head for the Safe Bus. There are many trusted people who can 
and will help you.

n	 Street Pastors are out on a Saturday night and offer genuine non-judgemental 
pastoral support to anyone who needs help. They can be a listening ear to the 
vulnerable and signpost to other agencies.

n	 Visit the safe bus. If you or a friend feel ‘under the weather’ go to the  
safe bus. It is outside the Theatre Royal every Saturday between 10pm and 
4am. The bus has trained paramedics and anyone can visit if they have injured 
themselves or are feeling ‘unwell’.

n	 Taxi marshals are at the taxi ranks at Royal Parade, Derry’s Cross and on the 
Barbican to keep an eye on behaviour and your safety in the taxi queue.

n	 Plan how you are going to get home before you go out, think about pre-booking 
a taxi as they are often busy and booked up at peak times.

n	 The Plymouth Night Patrol teams can be found in core nightlife areas engaging 
with students on Wednesday and Friday nights to help those who feel vulnerable 
or require medical assistance.  

n	 Look for the logo – BBN Accredited venues have passed a rigorous assessment 
to demonstrate that they are safe and well run. Many of their staff have had 
vulnerability training, including the Ask for Angela scheme. Venues have drink 
testing kits.

n	 Look after each other. If one of your friends gets very drunk stay with them, if 
you need help don’t be afraid to ask. 

There are many capable guardians in the city; venue staff, door staff, taxi marshals, 
Street Pastors, Plymouth Night Patrol, staff at the Safe Bus.
